	Parish Land: The Parish Council have arranged the electric fence to the upper part of the common. It has being grazed by Holloway sheep.

The Millennium Phoenix path has been cleared from Chiselborough Hill Road end to the gate next to the bench and the picnic bench.

Collation of information about the Common continues. Collation will continue into the New Year and then a meeting for interested parties will be set up. Anyone interested in attending the meeting should contact the Clerk who will compile a list.

Paul and Rosemary Chick have continued grazing their Dexters on Balham Hill. A meeting has now taken place to note fencing and gate issues.

The council will be considering Mr Chick’s kind offer to help repair the posts near the kissing gates and to discuss the stock fencing of the land owned by the parish on the front of the hill. The pathway to the bench is clear and a wire is in place to guide Dexters away in the lower field. 

A notice will show if Dexters are on the hill at both ends of pathways. RBU remind people to keep dogs on the lead near the cattle.
	

	
	Highways: ML has been told that any potholes not already filled around the village are not deep enough for repair by Highways. ML has been asked to chase on the pothole near Bridgestone House again as this particular one appears to be quite deep.

	Rights of Way: A tree that fell recently across the bridalway was cleared quickly by the landowner. 
The path between Manor Farm and Balham Hill Road was ploughed recently but is normally made good very quickly.
Paths cut earlier in the year by SCC will be trimmed again soon. 

Users seem to be straying off the Valley Farm Path even though there is no need now the new gates are in place. Horses have been in danger of escape as a result of gates not being secured on this unnecessary detour. AP asked people to stick to the path.
