It was suggested that we should check if the temporary permissive path behind Strapp Farm can now become a dedicated path. 
Further discussion needs to take place regarding how we deal with recent cutting of the Common without permission.

AP clarified that following a meeting with Phil Paulson the tree specialist to look at all the trees and saplings on the Common, ones that were best for future growth and keeping were sprayed with biodegradable red spray so they are not touched during future working parties etc.
